The World Around Us (Science, Technology, Geography and History)              


Our theme for this term is Hot and cold Lands.


This term in Year 3 our main topic will be polar lands.


We shall look at how animals and other inhabitants of the polar lands survive.


We will also be studying the life and customs of one of the most fascinating civilizations of all time.


Within this topic we will be looking at the land of Egypt, the rulers and people who lived there, the pyramids, hieroglyphic writing and the Egyptian Gods.


Our work will include:


Carrying out experiments to demonstrate how blubber assists in keeping in heat and warding off cold. 


Investigating why penguins’ feathers do not get wet and which substance (sugar or salt) makes ice melt the quickest.


Exploring climate change and human impact on the polar landscapes.


Accessing books and the internet sites to fact find.


Moulding and painting various polar creatures using clay.


Creating chalk drawings of penguins. 


Using maps to locate the Arctic and the Antarctic 


Designing an Eskimo outfit by investigating the best materials to use.


Creating representations of the Northern Lights.


Investigating the journeys of famous polar explorers.   


Creating a diary entry of an imaginary trip to the Arctic. 


Sharing facts about the polar lands and animals.


Following instructions to make a marshmallow igloo.

In Numeracy we will: 


- Explore numbers up to 100


- Learn how to quickly add or take away 9 or 11 to/from any number within 100. 


- Engage in various problem solving activities to develop flexible thinking 


- Add two digit numbers together


- Investigate tens and units and use partitioning of numbers to help with addition and subtraction of larger numbers


- Learn the x2, x5 and x10 times tables


- Divide objects by sharing into equal groups


- Explore length and weight.  


- Revise reading and recording digital and analogue times including ¼ past and ¼ to times.


- Explore and talk about a range of 3D objects and 2D shapes. 


- Make symmetrical pictures and patterns.
