What else is happening in the curriculum?





Numeracy:  





The children will be be focusing on Measure (length, weight and capacity)  and Handling Data. We will look at halving numbers within 20 and investigate halving shapes also.





Work will continue on the area of subtraction where we will concentrate on taking away 1 – 9 from the numbers within 20.





In Term 3, we will be recapping on the various aspects of number we have covered to date:


Odd and even numbers


Skip Counting in 2s, 5s and 10s


Doubles to 10


Adding 10 to the numbers within 10


Number stories to 10

The World Around Us                  


(Science, Technology, Geography and History.) 


�                        The theme we are studying this term is Rumble in the Jungle!


This is a fascinating and enjoyable topic for the children, giving them an insight into what life is like in the jungle, in terms of the animals we would find there, what the weather is like and how it compares to where we live.








Science & Technology





We will be looking at the parts of a plant and what it needs to grow.  


We will be exploring ways of making sounds from the jungle, (ie rain storms using drums /maracas) as well as replicating animal sounds and movement through play and physical education.


We will be exploring different jungle animals, researching and finding facts online and in books.  


We will also investigate the layers of the rainforest and the assortment of animals that live there.


The children will be carrying out a range of investigations within this topic to include how sound travels, whether sound travels through solids and liquids as well as through the air and the use of camouflage.





Geography


The children will find out where in the world we can find jungles/rainforests. They will gain an understanding of why countries have different climates and will use Google Maps to have a satellite view of these magnificent areas.





Literacy


We will be exploring our topic through Literacy, enjoying a range of fact and fiction Big Books to help develop our knowledge and understanding of life in the Jungle. Information sourced from the internet and Shared Reading texts will form the basis of various writing activities to include poetry, creative writing and fact files. Masks and puppets will be used to create our own jungle stories and to engage in role-play and jungle dramatization.
