This study will include


A focus on the geography of Ireland: counties, cities, mountains, lakes and landmarks


A profile of a chosen county or landmark, presented in a variety of formats – Powerpoint/ iMovie


Functions and importance of maps, raising familiarity with different scales in mapping


Tales of Ireland – a focus on the myths and legends associated with this country, eg Fionn MacCumhail and the Giant’s Causeway, Cú Chulainn and the Children of Lir.


Depictions of Irish myths and legends – using paint, collage and clay


Conversational Irish: the use of simple, everyday phrases


A focus on Hurling and Gaelic Football, and brief history of the GAA


Origami – Design a jersey


The life of a sports star: importance of a balanced diet, healthy lifestyle, safety


A focus on the function of the brain in sport: investigation into reaction times


An investigation into the important properties of a match-day programme: comparison between different materials in terms of durability and absorption

The art of weaving – history and techniques, explore using paper/yarn/other textiles


An investigation into the impact of exercise on our pulse rates
