What’s going on?


Religion


The children will embark on the Grow In Love Programme in Term 3. This series of eight lessons is the continuation of the religious programme that addresses the areas of ‘Relationships and Sexuality’.


Art


The children will complete art work related to the theme of recycling e.g Using items that can be recycled to make photo frames. The children will learn about the work of Henri Matisse(‘The Snail’) and use his work to inspire collage work. Symmetry work will also be incorporated into work in Art & Design.





























                                                                                 





What else is happening in the curriculum?


ICT


Children will create their own recycling logo using Scratch or J2 Code Logo. This will involve writing code using turns and angles to create an animated drawing.





Maths


Children will consolidate prime, square, cubed and triangular numbers.  Children will learn fraction, decimal and percentage facts. Eg. One half = 0.5 = 50%. They will then use these to calculate the percentage of an amount. Through Data Handling work the children will use information from a graph to calculate the Mean , Mode, Median and Range. Children will also explore Venn and Carroll Diagrams and Pie Charts. The children will also work on Volume, Area and Perimeter this term.





Literacy


In Grammar, the children will be working on pronouns, prepositions, connectives,personification and how to use apostrophes correctly. The children will continue to work on the spelling patterns from the Nelson Spelling Programme and will complete spelling pattern work on Monday in school.





During writing sessions, the children will explore story endings and what makes a good ending to a story. They will write a story ending in shared and guided writing sessions before going on to planning and writing their own ending for a story.





The children have completed their AR ‘Star Reading’ test and have their new reading level at the back of their homework diary. The children have set their targets and should spend time reading their AR book at home. Guided Reading sessions will be on Thursday and it is important the children have their book read for this day.

This study will include:


Geography We will be discussing and finding out about – 


Some of the ways we can affect the environment positively and negatively, 


How we can conserve the environment both locally and globally,


The consequences of change by investigating global issues, for example, rainforest destruction and plastic pollution. 


We will be using maps and atlases to locate places in the world which are worst affected by climate change and where animals are becoming endangered. We will be looking at the map of Northern Ireland to find out where Wind Farms are situated near us.


History


The pupils will research how some aspects of the world have changed over time, and how this has affected the environment, for example, how the growth of factories using fossil fuels has caused massive problems with air and water pollution. We will consider how the manufacturing of electricity has changed since it was first invented.


Science


We will be investigating how energy is made through renewable and non-renewable energy sources. The children will explore the advantages and disadvantages of these. We will find out about fossil fuels, how they are made and why they are being used up at a very fast rate. The children will realise the importance of seeking alternatives to these. Global warming, acid rain, air and water pollution will be researched and methods of prevention will be discussed.


Using our own homes and school as examples, we will find out how we can prevent energy loss to help the environment.


We will also be investigating how best to prevent land pollution by “Reusing, Recycling and Reducing our waste”.  


A range of investigations will be carried out, for example, finding out how to save heat-loss, and if recycled paper is as strong, absorbent and as durable as non-recycled paper.  


Technology 


In technology the children will design and make a lighthouse from junk material and will explore how to make a circuit in electricity. They will make a catapult and investigate how they can use it to send paper the furthest.


Art  


The children will have the opportunity to design posters (painting and using ICT) to persuade our school to be more Eco-aware.
