The World Around Us                  


(Science, Technology, Geography and History.) 


Our theme for this term is ‘Are You Wise?’





This study will cover a range of aspects including:





Health Wise-making healthy choices and decisions.


We will be looking at and raising awareness of the harmful effects of alcohol and cigarettes,  


discussing how to handle specific situations where an element of risk is involved and helping the children to deal more effectively if faced with these types of situations in the future.


The children will learn about the main organs and systems in our bodies and the important role each plays in keeping us alive, as well as undertaking the ‘Heart Start’ programme, learning about CPR, and how to manage in a medical emergency.


The children will also be given the opportunity to research and design a healthy snack and present their ideas to the class.


We will be looking at the importance of exercise and fitness – developing a greater understanding of the link between physical activity and good health.  This will involve the children taking part in a range of fun physical activities; recording and analysing their results.        





Street Wise


This will incorporate safety on the roads, safety around holiday times, stranger danger, safety in the sun and water and an issue which is becoming ever more prevalent- the importance of internet safety.  The issues will be addressed through relaxed and interactive learning activities which will include the children making posters highlighting important information for others. The children will also visit St. Patrick’s Parish Centre for a Streetwise 


programme run by the Council and PSNI.





Money Wise


We will focus on developing the children’s financial capability, understanding the concept of money-where it comes from, where it goes, realising the value of money. Much of this will be done through their mini businesses this term, however, the children will also undertake more challenges where they will be expected to manage a budget. They will learn how to look after and manage money, discuss the use and need for banks, find out about different accounts and learn about interest rates, calculating interest made over different periods of time on various amounts of money. 


Through other fun budgeting activities, the children will be involved in comparing prices and shopping 


around for the cheapest grocery shop; and so any supermarket fliers would be greatly appreciated.
